Spotlight on Math Instruction


Second Grade: Our students are hard at work using the open number line to add two two-digit numbers!  They are using their knowledge of combinations of 10 to make jumps to landmark numbers. Also, students are using a graphic organizer called the math mountain to organize their work.  Our students are learning the following math vocabulary words: addends, sum, total, part and efficient.  Check out the bulletin boards in the Second Grade hallway and you will see pictures of our mathematicians at work!





Fourth Grade: We have just completed our study of multiplication and division, and are now ready to dive into Geometry. We will extend our growing Math vocabulary with the following terms: angles, perpendicular, congruent, vertices, etc. We are really excited about taking all this new knowledge to a deeper level. Keeping our math standards as our guide, we will be using all we have learned and will be building gingerbread houses later this month!!! We can't wait!!!





Fifth Grade:  We are working on a Context for Learning Unit entitled The Box Factory in which pairs of students explore the various properties of multiplication.  Students are also working with surface area and volume formulas within this unit.  During our gallery walks, students are learning to give constructive advice to their peers based on the work that the students are doing in the Box Factory projects.  Students are also learning that the process and strategy are just as important as the final product and why it is important to show work!
