Please help us get to know them as a learner by having them independently complete a reading and writing assignment. 

Reading Assignment

Please have your child choose one of the books they have read over the summer to write about. We have included a suggested book list in this packet. The book your child chooses to write about does not have to come from this list. Each of the reading assignments are assignments your child has completed in 1st grade. They only need to choose one of the following:  

1. Story Map is an outline of the story. 

· Characters - main people in the story

· Setting - where the story takes place

· Plot - is the events that take place in the story at the beginning, middle and end

2. Connection Sheet is a connection to the story and your life. 
3. Response Sheet is a recap of the story or what they liked about the story and why. (if needed additional lines are on a separate sheet)
Writing Assignment

At the end of summer vacation have your child choose one thing they did over the summer that they really enjoyed and write about it (if needed additional lines are on a separate sheet). Have them support their writing with important details (where were you, what did you do, who was with you, why did you enjoy it, when did this happen). Some sample topics are: a day at the beach, amusement park, cookout, camping and sleepover. It does not have to be a topic from this list these are just some suggestions. We can’t wait to read all about it!
